2.
Eligibility and Entry

2.1. Entries will be accepted from Juniors, helm, or helm and crew, aged under 18 on May 16th 2009 in any mono-hull dinghy with a PY of more than 1055
2.2. Entry forms and consent forms will be available on each of the host sailing club web sites.

2.3. Paper copies of entry and consent forms must be submitted to the host club no later than 0830 hours on the day of the event.  Once entered, a boat need not submit an entry or a consent form(s) for subsequent regattas unless there is a change of crew.
2.4. The regatta is open to boats in the following classes racing in two fleets:



Fleet I -   Fast Handicap PY 1055 to 1175 inclusive (incl Laser 4.7’s)


Fleet II – Slow handicap PY of 1176 and above.

2.5. Where no PY number is assigned, the Race Committee shall allocate a PY number based on information contained in the Entry Form or use any local PY number used in club races.  PY numbers will not be changed during the Regattas.

2.6. All boats must carry sail numbers or an alternative means of identification on the mainsail.

TSC: the scheduled time of the first warning signal for the first race is 1010 BST.

TCYC: the scheduled time of the first warning signal for the first race is 10.55 BST

SYC: the scheduled time of the first warning signal for the first race is TBC BST.

Sailing Instructions
The Sailing Instructions (SIs) will be posted on each of the host sailing club web sites. Additionally SIs will be posted on the Regatta notice boards at Starcross Yacht Club (SYC), Topsham Sailing Club (TSC), Teign Corinthian Yacht Club (TCYC), Exe Sailing Club (ESC), and Lympstone Sailing Club (LSC). Additional copies may be made available to competitors on request.

Venues
5.1.
Topsham Sailing Club: racing will take place north of Lympstone in the general area of marks No. 33 and No. 20.

Teign Corinthian Yacht Club: racing will take place in the area off Coombe Cellars

Starcross Yacht Club: racing will take place off Starcross Yacht Club.
6.
Courses

6.1.
The course will be a triangle. The starting and finishing line will be located part way up the windward leg.  
6.2.
Marks are to be left to port if the Race Committee Boat (RCB) is flying a red flag and to starboard if the RCB is flying a green flag
6.3.
On each round all boats shall pass through the starting/finishing line.

6.4
Boats shall not pass through the start / finish line except when starting and completing a lap.

6.4.
The number of rounds to be sailed will be indicated on the course board on the Race Committee Boat (RCB).

7.
Scoring

7.1.
The Low Point Scoring System of Appendix A will apply.

7.2
For each regatta all races shall count; there will be no discards.
7.3
For the overall River Exe and Teign Junior Series nine races are scheduled with three discards.  If eight or seven races are sailed there will be two discards. If six or fewer races are sailed there will be no discards.
8.
Patrol Boats

Patrol boats will display an orange flag showing the word ’Patrol.’

9.
Prizes

9.1.
Prizes will be given as follows:


For the first three boats in each class in each regatta; and


For the first three boats in each class overall.

9.2.
Additional prizes may be awarded at the discretion of the host club

10.

Competitors participate in the regattas entirely at their own risk.  See RRS, Rule 4, Decision to Race.  The organising authorities will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regattas.
