1
RULES

Racing will be governed by the ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing 2009 - 2012, the RYA Prescriptions where they apply, the TSC General Sailing Instructions listed on the Club Fixture Card and these Sailing Instructions.

The RYA Portsmouth Yardstick Scheme as set out in the current YR2 will be used.  Portsmouth Numbers will be those published on the cruiser fleet notice board.

Rule 52 (Manual Power) is amended to allow the use of electric tiller pilots.

2
ENTRIES
Cruisers owned and sailed by TSC members are eligible to enter subject to receipt of a Race Entry / Insurance Declaration Form. Racing will take place as one fleet, but if ten boats or more qualify, both cups will be awarded. The fleet split 
point will be the median PY number, with results based on the overall rankings.

3
CHANGES IN SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
Changes to sailing instructions will be posted on the cruiser fleet’s notice board at the Club not later than the day before it takes effect.

SCHEDULE OF RACES

The schedule of races is as shown in the 2010 Club Fixture List.

5
CLASS FLAG

The class flag will be the TSC burgee.

6
START LINE (& FINISH LINE FOR FULL COURSES)
The Start Line (and Finish Line for full courses) will be between the mainmast of the start boat and a nearby mark (the Outer Distance Mark) selected from those listed in section 7 below.  

If the start boat remains on station, boats shall pass between the start boat and the ODM on each subsequent up / down river leg of the course.

MARKS OF THE COURSE

The following channel marks will be the marks of the course


Ting Tong Buoy ( Nr 22 )
Third Perch ( Nr 41 )
Turf ( Nr 39 )

Barrel ( Nr 37 )


Ranje ( Nr 35 )


Nob ( Nr 20)

TSC Clyst Mark

Nr 33 buoy



Nr 31 buoy


Nr 29 buoy

Nr 27 buoy

Nr 25 buoy

For the purpose of these sailing instructions, all marks shall be considered channel marks – the TSC Clyst mark shall rank as a starboard hand channel mark i.e. boats shall pass to the west of it in either direction.
The Gas pipe perch is not a mark of the course.

THE COURSE

The course to be sailed will be signalled by either red or green flags flown either singly or in pairs. 
If flown singly the course is a full circuit of the course rounding Nr 25 and Ting Tong Buoy (Nr 22) at the downstream and upstream ends of the course. Nr 25 and Nr 22 will both be left to starboard. All intermediate marks shall be passed on their designated deepwater side except Nr 33 – all boats shall pass to the east of Nr 33 in each direction.

1 Red flag flown: Start in an up river direction
             1 Green flag flown: Start in a down river direction

If flown in pairs, the course is two circuits of either the upstream or downstream part of the course:


2 Red Flags flown: The course is two circuits of the course rounding Ting Tong Buoy (Nr 22) at the upstream end and Clyst mark at the downstream end of the course. Clyst and Nr 22 will both be left to starboard. All intermediate marks shall be passed on their designated deepwater side. Boats shall start in an up river direction.
2 Green Flags flown: The course is two circuits of the course rounding Nr 25 at the downstream end and Clyst mark at the upstream end of the course. Nr 25 and Clyst mark will both be left to starboard. All intermediate marks shall be passed on their designated deepwater side except Nr 33 – all boats shall pass to the east of Nr 33 in each direction. Boats shall start in a down river direction.

THE START
Races will be started as described by Rule 26 with the warning signal given 5 minutes before the starting signal.
If the start line is down river of the Clyst mark rule 27.3 shall not apply and the start boat may delay the start by 5 or 10 minutes without giving a postponement signal. This is to allow boats extra time to get to a more distant start line.

RECALLS

Any boat, which is over the line at her start time, may be hailed from the start boat. The class flag will be held at half mast for up to 4 minutes after the start time, or until the infringing boat has sailed to the start side of the start line, if that is sooner. This changes rule 29.1.
Failure on the part of the committee boat to hail a boat which is over the line at the start, or of a competitor to hear or react to a hailed recall from the race committee boat shall not entitle any boat to redress. This changes rule 62.1(a).

TIME LIMIT
The time limit will be 120 minutes for the first boat to finish. If the first boat finishes within 120 minutes of the start, other boats will be recorded as finishing if they complete the course within 150 minutes of the start.


If no boat finishes the race will not be abandoned - all boats will be scored as ‘Did Not Finish’. This amends rule 35.

12
DECLARATIONS

The Person in Charge is requested to sign the Results Logbook within 72 hours of the start to declare that the boat was sailed in accordance with all the referenced rules as noted in section 1.

SCORING

The ‘Low Point Scoring System’, rule A4, will apply as modified by SI 2.


Five races are scheduled, of which a boat must sail three to have a qualifying score. This amends rule A9.

PROTEST HEARINGS
Hearings may be arranged by the Race Officer, though there is no obligation on the Race Officer to do so. If the race officer does not arrange the hearing, the Fleet Captain (or Vice Commodore, in the fleet Captain’s absence) will arrange a time for the hearing within 7 days of the incident. It is the protestor’s responsibility to ensure the Fleet Captain (or Vice Commodore) is aware of the Protest in reasonable time to arrange a hearing. If a time for the hearing is not arranged because the FC or VC were not made aware of the protest within 7 days of the incident, the right to a hearing is lost. This changes rule 63.1.

This SI is intended to ensure competitors are active in seeking to ensure their Protest is heard. It is not necessarily to be inferred that the Protest must be heard within 7 days of the incident. It should, however, be inferred that competitors who make no attempt to inform the Fleet Captain or Vice Commodore of the protest, within 7 days of the incident (in the event that the race officer does not arrange a hearing), may lose the right to a hearing, thus amending rule 63.1.

If both parties agree, a protest may be dealt with at an advisory hearing, the result of which is not binding on the parties. A protestor still retains the right to proceed with a full protest if dissatisfied with the outcome of the advisory hearing.
