SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
Saturday 1st May 2010  High Water Exmouth 0913 BST
Height 3.7m

Start Time 1000 Hrs (at Exe Clear Water Mark, Exmouth)
1 Rules

This is a Portsmouth Yardstick race for cruisers, owned and helmed by members of the River Exe Sailing Clubs.  The Biscoe Trophy will be awarded to the first boat owned and helmed by a member of Topsham Sailing Club.

Racing will be governed by the ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing 2009 - 2012, the general Sailing Instructions from the club fixture card and by any special provisions of these sailing instructions. A minimum of 2 boats will be required to constitute a race.

2 Start Line

The start line will be the line from the main mast of the committee boat and the Exe Safe Water Mark, or a line agreed at the time.

3 Starting Procedure

The starting procedure will be as per ISAF Rule 26, with the class flag being the TSC Burgee.


4 Marks
The following are the marks of the course;

Exe Safe Water Mark, Skerries Bank Buoy, Castle Ledge Buoy  

NB Skerries Bank Buoy position; 50°16.28’N, 03°33.70’W

5 Course
From Start Line; Skerries Bank Buoy (S), Finish Line  

6 Finish Line

Boats are required to leave the Castle Ledge Buoy to port, ie pass east of the buoy. The finish line will be the transit approximately 50m long extended from the line between the flag pole (at the RDYC start box on Blackstone point) and the Castle Ledge Buoy.
7 Timing
Please take your own time and note the boat ahead and astern (if visible). This information is to be passed to Neal Ricketts by Wednesday 5th May 2010. Any competitor who fails to submit a time will be recorded as ‘Did Not Finish’. By giving a finish time competitors are deemed to have declared that they have sailed in accordance with these sailing instructions.

In the event of light airs, please take your time as you pass south of the line extending due east from the Skerries Bank Buoy. If no boats finish, these times will be used to calculate a result.

8 Time Limit
The time limit for the race will be such that a boat’s corrected time does not exceed 7 hours. For guidance, some Portsmouth Numbers are listed below with their appropriate Time Limit
