Faster fleet:  (PY 1000 or below)

RULES
This is a Portsmouth Yardstick race for cruising and racing mono-hull yachts.
Racing will be governed by the ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-2012, the Notice of Race and these Sailing Instructions.

START LINE
The start line will be the line between the main mast of the Committee Boat (which will be flying a large TSC burgee) and the Exe Safe Water Mark.
All competing boats should be in the vicinity of the start line at least ten minutes before their warning signal, and should pass close to the Committee Boat to enable their sail number to be identified.

STARTING PROCEDURE
The starting procedure will be as Rule 26 (with the warning signal given 5 minutes before the start) with the Class Flags being:  

Slower fleet: 
Numeral Pennant 1

Faster fleet:  
Numeral Pennant 2

MARKS
The following are the marks of the course:

Orestone, Dartmouth Mew Stone South Cardinal Mark (50° 19.92’N, 03° 31.89’W), West Rock South Cardinal Mark (50° 19.86’N, 03° 32.47’W), Castle Ledge Buoy.

COURSE
From Start Line, Orestone (S), Dartmouth Mew Stone South Cardinal Mark (S), West Rock South Cardinal Mark (S) to Finish Line

FINISH LINE
The finish line will be the line from the RDYC race control hut to the Castle Ledge Buoy.

TIMING

Please take your own finish time and note the boat ahead and astern. Boats not completing and delivering a declaration form to the ‘race office’ at Darthaven Marina (on the Westerly Fulmars, Mew Gull or Xante or Moody S31 Kithros II) by 1830hrs will be deemed DNF.

In the event of light weather conditions, to enable a result to be recorded, please take your elapsed time when you are east of the Orestone and the southern tip of the rock bears 270 True (i.e. you pass south of 50˚ 27.40' N) (coincidentally this is when the southern tip of the Orestone opens just clear of the northern tip of Thatcher Rock – should the visibility be good enough to see that far!), and when Berry Head lighthouse bears 270 True (i.e. you pass south of 50˚ 23.97' N). If in either fleet, no boats complete the course, the alternative times will be used. If in either fleet, less than three boats complete the course, the results based on the alternative times may be used to allocate the lower placed prizes. This changes rule 32.
TIME LIMIT
The time limit will be 1800 hrs BST on Saturday 15 May 2010
PRIZES
Prizes will be awarded to the fastest three boats on corrected time in each fleet, and to the overall winner, based on corrected time. In the event of a high turnout in the slower fleet, the results will be split to form a third fleet with PY’s of 1101 or above.
INSURANCE

Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third party liability insurance with a minimum cover of £2,000,000 for each and every event.

RECEPTION
The Reception will be held on the Darthaven Marina Events Pontoon from 1830 hrs

PRIZEGIVING
The prize giving will be held at Darthaven Events Pontoon from 1930 hrs.
FOOD
Food will be served after the prize giving, from about 2000hrs.

BERTHING
Competitors requiring berthing on Friday night, 14th May 2010, at Exmouth, please make your own arrangements with the Exmouth Harbourmaster. Tel. 01395 269314. 

Berthing at Dartmouth will be available at Darthaven Marina, where we have been allocated the events pontoon. Competitors are responsible for paying their own mooring dues. Topsham Sailing Club will identify the names of fee dodgers to Darthaven! Please direct enquiries to the Berthing Office, Tel. 01803 752 545.
