Topsham Sailing Club – Sailing Dinghy Storage and Declaration Form

Conditions of Storage

The safety of a dinghy and her entire management, including insurance, shall be the sole responsibility of the owner/competitor using the dinghy.  The establishment of the sailing instructions in no way limits or reduces the complete responsibility of the owner/competitor for his crew, his dinghy and the management thereof.

Every dinghy must have an up to date insurance policy with Third Party cover of at least £3,000,000.

Members are reminded of the Club Bylaws, Rules and Regulations (Copy on the main notice board) regarding storage, particularly that all dinghies should be kept on an efficient launching trolley. All launching trolleys are to be marked with the boat’s name or sailing number and the owner’s name. 
All persons taking part in club events shall wear adequate personal buoyancy.  It is strongly recommended that personal buoyancy be worn at all times when afloat in dinghies. A wet suit alone does not constitute adequate personal buoyancy.
All persons requiring dinghy storage will be required to help with dinghy racing, either as officer of the day or rescue boat/crew, as per the rota which will be displayed on the dinghy noticeboard.  Failure to do so could result in the owner being asked to remove the boat from the yard for the rest of the season.

If the committee feels that the dinghy is not being regularly used, and that there is a shortage of dinghy storage space, then they will ask for the dinghy to be removed from the yard.

No dinghy may be left in the yard until the owner’s storage application has been personally discussed with and approved by the Dinghy Fleet Captain.
