SAILING INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE SUMMER SERIES, SEPTEMBER SERIES & BOTTOMS CUP
ALL RACES START AND FINISH AT THE CLUBOUSE LINE. 

THE BOTTOMS CUP IS A HANDICAP SERIES

1 RULES & ENTRIES

Entry & eligibility requirements, which must be complied with, are detailed in the Club Fixture Card.
Racing will be governed by the rules as defined in the current Racing Rules Of Sailing and the prescriptions of the RYA.

2 NOTICES TO COMPETITORS

 Notices to competitors, including changes to Sailing Instructions and Bottoms Cup handicaps, will be posted on the Yawl Fleet’s notice board at the Club not later than the day before they take effect. Competitors should check the notice board when flag L is displayed. 

3 START & FINISH LINE 

The Start and Finish Line shall be the extension of the line made by the TSC flagpole in transit with a striped pole sited on the edge of the TSC quay wall. The line may be angled.
4 STARTING  & HANDICAP PROCEDURES 
(a) Flag signals made ashore will be displayed on the Club flagstaff.

(b) The Class flag is flag D

(c) Races in the Summer and September series will be started using rule 26 “Starting Races”.

(d) Races for the Bottoms Cup will be started using the procedure outlined below. This changes rule 26.
(e) Handicaps:- Bottoms Cup handicap numbers will be posted on the Yawl Fleet’s notice board. When starting a race these numbers will be displayed beside the TSC flagpole by black digits on white boards. They indicate the number of minutes after the first start signal at which a handicapped boat shall start. The numbers start with 0 for the scratch boats.  Boats shall start when their handicap number is lowered.
(f) Starting Procedure For Bottoms Cup Races


5 minutes before first start
Warning Signal - Class flag D flown - Short sound signal.


4 minutes before first start
Preparatory Signal - Flag P flown - Short sound signal.


1 minute before first start
Flag P lowered - Number 0 displayed- Long sound signal.


First start


Flag D and number 0 lowered - Number 1 displayed - Short sound signal. 


Subsequent handicap numbers will continue to be displayed at one minute intervals accompanied by a sound signal 


up until
the last number is lowered.

(g) The signal that is made at 4 minutes before her start time shall rank as a boat’s preparatory signal.

(h) A boat which has not started shall not hinder a boat with a different handicap rating until she herself has started and cleared the start line. This changes any applicable rule of RRS part 2.
5 RECALLS
A boat to which rule 29.1 (individual recall) applies will, if possible, be hailed. This changes rule 29.1. 

6 MARKS (See TSC Yawl Fleet Chart)
The following are the marks specified in section 7 below. The ten numbered marks are nine buoys and one perch. These are charted channel navigational aids with only the buoys displaying numbers. None of these ten marks display their (local) names. Ting Tong Pole is a mark which must always passed to the south when racing.

TL is a TSC temporary race mark which may be situated up-river from the Club.

7 COURSES

Course Terminology:  CC = Channel Course, passing all marks on their correct (deep water) side. 

Course Number: The course number will be displayed by a black number on a white board near the flagstaff.

Blackboard Course:  The course will be displayed on a blackboard sited on the Club pontoon.
 8 Shortening Course
All courses: If, after 45 minutes from the signal for the first start, the leading boat, whilst making for the southernmost mark of the set course, still has to pass a mark which precedes it, then the leading boat and all other boats shall turn at that preceding mark instead, leaving it on its required side. Then sail CC - Finish Line. This changes rule 32. 
9 PENALTIES

The penalty for breaking a rule of Part 2 of the Racing Rules of Sailing will be a promptly executed One Turn Penalty including 1 tack and 1 gybe. This changes rule 44.1. )

10 Time Limit The time limit will be two hours from the time of the first start. 

If no boat finishes, all boats to which rule A9 applies will be scored as “Did not finish” (DNF). This changes rule 35.

11 SCORING + “AVERAGE POINTS”

Refer to items 6 and 7 of the Yawl Fleet General Information Sheet.

12 PROTEST HEARINGS

(a)  Formal Protests:  Any formal written protest shall be handed to the Race Officer within two hours of the finish of the last boat in the race. A hearing may be arranged by the Race Officer but, if he does not do so, the Fleet Captain or, in his absence, the Vice Commodore, shall arrange a hearing within seven days of the receipt of the protest. If a time for a hearing is not arranged within seven days of the incident the right to a hearing is lost. This changes rule 63.1
